veryone calls him “G.” 

At just 26, Gurbaksh Chahal 
already has created and sold 
two Internet companies, one 

to Yahoo for $300 million. 
He’s currently represented by the 

William Morris Agency, and will star 
in December in “The Secret Million-
aire” on Fox. 

His memoir “The Dream,” which 
recounts his road to success, will be 
published in six countries in Decem-
ber by Palgave MacMillan. 

His South of Market residence 
is a 3,700-quare-foot aerie perched 
37 floors above The City. Spacious-
ness is key. Floor-to-ceiling windows 

in every room allow for 270-degree 
panoramic vistas of the Bay, the bridge 
and The Embarcadero below, although 
G admits that he has a fear of heights 
he is working on overcoming.

Working with designer Vaso 

Peritos, G has fashioned an

Marble floors, columns, large, floor-

mounted, oversize mirrors, and gilt and 
gold classic chandeliers are a major 
part of the design, which also features 
modern art, bamboo floors and a 
mahogany bed in the master bedroom, 
anda  large wood table and hutch in the 
dining room. There’s a substantial wine 
cellar and a billiard table. 

A native of India, G came to the 
United States when he was a young 
child. Growing up in San Jose, even as 
a teen, he was fixated on finding inno-
vative ways to garner goals. 

When he was 16, he founded his first 
Internet company. He quit high school 
three months later. The company 
was ClickAgents, a Web advertising 
firm that focused on brand perfor-
mance. When he was 18, he sold it for  
$40 million.

At 19, G formed his second Internet 
advertising company: BlueLithium, 
built it into a powerhouse, and sold it in 
October 2007, leaving him in the unique 
position of being one of the country’s 
most eligible young bachelors and a 
multimillionaire many times over. Cur-
rently, he’s working in “stealth mode” 
on a number of projects, some in the 
entertainment field.
